a. During a meeting of the members of the executive committee, a proposal was made to invest in the music program by offering scholarships to students in the 7-11th grades

b. The following motion was presented: “ To encourage aspiring musicians in the AB school district and to support the quality work of the school district’s music ensembles, ABFOM will award up to 5 scholarships to underclassmen, to be used:
i. For private vocal or instrumental instruction;

ii. In the 2010-2011 school year

iii. At the discretion of the music director and his staff;

iv. In the amount of $250 per scholarship

v. For students entering grades 7 to 11

vi. For 3 instrumentalists and 2 vocalists”
c. Eventually ABFOM wants to extend it to 6 scholarships total, 3 to Band, 3 to Choral (the Rowena Myer scholarship fund will be depleted in 3 years)

d. Motion to accept; passed
