Proposed Program Expenditures


Winter Percussion is still deciding on the format of their program. For now planning on traditional expenses. 


Mark Hickey is talking to the RJG principal in order for Chris Correia to come and help with the RJG percussion. The principal may be able to support this.


Kids are paying for the DC trip themselves. No ABFOM funds will be needed for the trip.


Lisa Soo asked the board to allow her to pay for the regular expenses. She proposed a budget that was voted and approved. She is able to pay for standard bills as they arrive and are due.


Janet Lorusso would like to buy a treble clef banner for concerts and other performances. The cost of the banner is $430.


ABFOM by laws need to be updated. Some by laws are outdated at this point. Lisa and Mary Ann Smith will be working on the bylaws.


ABFOM name should be changed from “AB Jamboree” to  “Acton Boxborough Friends of Music” This may cost about $500. Justyna will investigate the cost, time commitment and the paperwork that needs to be filed.


Janet Lorusso asked if we could record the concerts and sell the CD’s to the parents in order to make profit.  Mark questioned copyright issues. Mark will investigate.


Student Fundraisers


ABFOM  will use the same distributor as last year for the plant sale. Currently waiting for proposal. Students will be selling poinsettias, lavenders and rosemary.


Last year plant sale grossed $6100. Net profits were around $2,900.


Students will be selling plants in front of Roche Bros. on November 5.  Planning on selling plants in other locations as well.


The order forms will be distributed before November 5.


Pickup date for the plants is December 10.


Miscellaneous Items 


All apparel orders have been delivered to students.


We have 203 member of ABFOM. The organization is running out of decals. More decals need to be ordered.


A family donated $5000 to the music department. A guitar amp was purchased for the band for $1100. $1100 will be used for new Madrigal Costumes.


ABFOM is planning on selling plants at football games. Steve Desy needs to approve the sales.
